What Oxevision does

¢ |t is a medical device that uses an infrared-sensitive camera
to measure your pulse and breathing rate

Where Oxevision is located
* |In every bedroom on the ward

e |t lets staff know where you are in your room

e |t provides notifications to staff as explained on the next
page

|t shows staff how active you've been — it tells staff how
long you've been resting and how long you've been active

e |t does not replace the staff care you receive during your stay

e You may notice a red "glow" from the unit in your bedroom.
This is the infrared light which is on all the time and is not a
sign that the camera is working

What staff can see

Staff receive information and notifications:

e On tablets they carry with them on the wards
e On a dedicated office computer

There are 4 types of notifications:

1. Out of Room: when you have left your room

2. In Bathroom: when you enter the ensuite bathroom and
when you have been in there for a prolonged time

3. At Door: when you are standing or sitting close to the
main door and when you have been there for a long
time

4. Room Entry: when another person enters your room
whilst you are already in your room
